The SLC process consists of 3 steps:


1) Reviewing final scores for each standard and each student

2) Manually overriding scores that you feel should be changed based on step 1

3) Entering effort, conduct, and other scores
Before you can begin, you must login to PowerTeacher, launch your gradebook, and be in the correct Term.
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This year, PowerSchool automatically calculates final grades for each standard based on the scores you gave throughout the trimester. Scores for each standard are calculated based on this formula:

	· Most recent score = 40%

· 2nd most recent score = 30% 
	· 3rd most recent score = 20%

· 4th most recent score = 10%


To review these calculated stores and/or manually override them, you have 2 options: 

	1) Click the “Final Grades” button to review all calculated final standards scores for all students. You can then manually override final scores with which you don’t agree by simply clicking into the box where the score is and changing it.
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	2) Click the “Student View” button to review all individual standards scores at-a-glance for students one at a time. You can then manually override final scores by clicking into a final score on the “Final Score” row near the bottom of the screen and changing it.
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1) SLC Goals– Homeroom Teachers Only - In the Final Grades area of your Homeroom class, enter a 1 to indicate an SLC goal was not achieved or a 3 to indicate that it was. Type out goals (4-5 words) in the SLC goal comment area. For example, enter "Improve multiplication skills" and NOT "Bobby's goal for the first trimester is to improve his multiplication skills."
2) Effort & Conduct for Core Classes – For grades K-3, 1 Effort & 1 Conduct grade combined for all core classes you teach must be indicated in the Homeroom class in your gradebook. For grades 3-4, Effort & Conduct must be entered in Math or ELA depending on what you teach. For grades 6-8, Effort & Conduct are per class and should be entered in each class within your gradebook. In the Final Grades area of your Homeroom class, enter a score of 1-4 to indicate the levels demonstrated.

3) If “Additional Intervention [is] Needed” for a student, enter a 1 in that column in Homeroom class. Otherwise leave it blank. Grade 4-8 teachers should confer to determine for whom this applies.

4) If a "Parent Conference [is] Required" for a student, enter a 1 in that column in Homeroom class. Additionally, for grades 4-8, enter the names of the teacher(s) who will be involved (e.g., Mr. Doe).
