Learning Plan: 

1. Review “What is Drama?”  ask students to give own definition and examples, put responses on board, build definition from responses (whole class)
2. Pass out worksheet of dramatic terms already in T-Note form with word bank
 (scenes, acts, cast of characters, stage directions, props, sets) elements of drama as well
(italics, stage directions, parenthesis, character box, captions)
3. Teacher will review each term, ask questions, give and ask for examples of each term
4. Students will break up into smaller groups of 4-6 
5. Students will receive a copy of   “The Miracle Worker”. Parts for the play will be delegated within the group
6. Students will have 20 minutes to practice reading and acting out the script
7. Each group will present their version of “The Miracle Worker”
